Course Requirements & Expectations

Class Materials:

· Pencil with a good eraser

· Notebook

Expectations:
I expect you to be on time.  I expect you to be polite in class, and to listen to what each member of the class has to say.  The more you understand about different types of music, the greater your musical knowledge will be.  I expect you to listen to many different kinds of music in class… some you will like and some you will not.  It is important to understand that all forms of music use ideas from many different kinds of music.

I expect you to learn how to talk about the kinds of music that you like and the kinds that you do not like. I expect that you will increase your overall musical knowledge and be better able to explain why you like or dislike a particular song, form of music, or group.  The more you understand about different types of music, the greater your musical knowledge will be.

I expect you to be tolerant of the kinds of music that others in class like.  If we all liked the same kind of music, music would not change.  Change is one of the most important ideas in music. I expect you to begin to understand that you do not necessarily know what you like… but, that you like what you know.

Quizzes are given at the end of each section.  Sections will vary from 1 to 4 days (usually).  If you miss a class, it is your responsibility to find out what happened and make-up any work.  If you miss a quiz, the grade will show as a zero until it is made up.  (please refer to the student handbook about time-frame to make-up work.  Remember, class goes on, with you or without you.)

Homework & Projects





30%

Homework for the class is in the form of projects.  Work must be turned in on the day due (or earlier).  I will deduct one grade (10 points) for each day the assignment is late. No exceptions.

Class participation





30%

You cannot “participate” if you are not in class.  Absences can hurt your overall knowledge of the subject we are discussing, and in turn hurt your participation grade.  You DO NOT get credit just for “being there.”
Newspaper/Magazine Articles:
5 articles are due each term, one per week, starting week #2.  One must be about music of each of the “rock” decades: the 50’s, 60’s, 70’s, 80’s and 90’s (person, group, style, etc.)  Each article counts as a quiz grade.  Be prepared to discuss the article in class.  {Record/CD reviews do not count towards this requirement.}
